CAPITAL CAMPAIGN FOR NEW
CENTER

Dallas Area Seniors (DAS) have
initiated their Capital Campaign to
develop a new Senior Center with a
sign placement in Dallas City Park.
The Campaign goal is $250,000,
which is needed to leverage the 1.6 M
in  additional funds for the
development.

The Dallas Area Seniors (DAS) and
the City of Dallas have teamed up to
build a new Senior Center. DAS
membership is open to all throughout
Polk County who are 55 +. Two years
ago Dallas City Council appointed a
Senior Center Advisory Committee to
examine potential sites in town for
the project. The City also hired a
consulting firm to explore potential
funds sources for the new center and
an architect to assist the committee

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with design review and preliminary
building plans. After reviewing 12
different sites in Dallas the group
selected the former Dallas City Swim
Center site in Dallas City Park and
the City donated the land for the new
DAS Senior Center. Development of
the new center will cost $1.85M.
While DAS and the City of Dallas
have been invited by Oregon
Economic Development to apply for
$1M this coming year they cannot do
so without first raising funds within

the community. The foundations
approached in the last year also
require that the community provide
initial financial support prior to

making new applications. DAS is a
501c(3) non-profit so all donations
are tax deductible. With the funds
raised in their Capital Campaign DAS
will be able to access funding from
the State and area foundations to
build the center in the park. Every
dollar raised in this Capital Campaign




will leverage eight to ten dollars
toward the new Senior Center.

Dallas Senior Center Board Members
and City Staff placed the new Senior
Center site sign in the Dallas City
Park 9AM Monday November 23,
2009. Capital Campaign starts
November 27 and runs to December
21, 2009.
